Looking at Information Literacy 9-12:  What the Research Tells Us about Students' Readiness for College and Career
This research project investigated change in the knowledge and skills of high school students in the area of information literacy, from when students were freshmen to when they were seniors. Information literacy is defined as the ability to know when there is a need for information, and where to find, evaluate, analyze, and use that information effectively and efficiently. Due to the growing importance of information literacy, educators need to understand the extent of information literacy skills in high school seniors, as they finish high school and plan to attend college or enter the work force. In addition, it is important for educators to understand how information literacy skills change throughout high school and why those changes occur. 

Many schools use an information literacy skills assessment tool developed by Kent State University librarians. Currently, there are TRAILS-6 (Tool for Realtime Assessment of Information Literacy Skills), TRAILS-9, and TRAILS-12 online assessments for sixth grade, ninth grade, and twelfth grade students, respectively. This presentation will report on scores from TRAILS-9 and TRAILS-12 assessments as well as scores from student-created projects from the ninth grade and the twelfth grade. In addition, results from a survey about information literacy will be presented. 

Approximately 10% of the participants in the study were randomly selected for face-to-face interviews. Results from the interviews will be shared as these results help to better understand the information literacy skills of this group of students. Another factor that will be included in the presentation is an overview of the instruction that students have received in information literacy throughout their high school years. 

This research project is important to K-12 school librarians as well as instructors and librarians in higher education, as it will present a comprehensive picture of student information literacy skills as they move from high school to higher education.
